Single Touch Interface Manager






Introduction

Single Touch Interface Manager is a tool used to design the menu for Single Touch Interface.  Composed of one main window and several dialogs, Single Touch Interface Manager allows you to quickly build the menu file used in Single Touch Interface.��The main window of Single Touch Interface Manager displays a tree-like structure that illustrates the menu.  Sub-menus and part program buttons can be added using the menu at the top of the window.  You can specify graphics, part programs, slide shows, and access codes for Single Touch Interface.�

Single Touch Interface Manager Window


Description

This window displays a tree of the menu that is displayed when a user runs the Single Touch Interface application.  You have the ability to add sub-menus and part programs, as well as configure the graphics and text to be displayed in the menu buttons.�

Access

This is the main window in the Single Touch Interface Manager application.  It is displayed when you  start the application.�

Single Touch Interface Menu Tree

This tree contains the menu, sub-menus, and part programs that will be displayed when a user runs Single Touch Interface.  Menus and sub-menus are designated by file folders and can contain sub-menus and part programs.  Part programs are designated by a gear icon.  The text in the tree is the text that will display in the button on the Single Touch Interface menu.  You can select a menu or a part program and edit its features, including the graphic, the part program associated with the item, the slide show associated with the item, etc.

Single Touch Interface Manager Menu Bar

File Menu

Open - This opens the menu file, allowing you to edit it as needed.

Close - This closes the menu file.

Save - This saves the menu file.

Exit - Exits the Single Touch Interface Manager application.�

Menu Menu

New Part - This places a new part program entry under the selected menu item.

New Menu - This places a new menu entry under the selected menu item.

Edit -If a menu is selected, this opens the Edit Menu Window, allowing you to select the picture for the menu item.  If a part program is selected, this opens the Edit Part Window, allowing you to edit the attributes of the part program button.

Delete - This deletes the selected item.

Move Up - This moves the selected item up one place in the list.

Move Down - This moves the selected item down one place in the list.�

Settings Menu

Access Code - Opens the Set Access Code Window, allowing you to enter the code the user must enter in order to exit Single Touch Interface.

Options - Opens the Options Window, allowing you to set the options for the menu.�

Help Menu

Contents - Opens this help file to the Contents topic.�

Browse Window

Description

The Browse Window allows you to select a directory for your root directory, history directory, and default slide directory.�

Access

Clicking the Browse button (...) next to the Root Directory, History Directory, and Default Slide Directory fields in the Options Window will display the Browse Window.�

Directory List

This field contains a list of the directories for the selected drive.





Drive List

This list contains all of the drives available on your computer.

Edit Menu Window

Description

This window allows you to edit the picture displayed in the menu navigation button in the Single Touch Interface menu.�

Access

Select Edit from the Menu menu when a menu is selected.�

Picture Button

This button displays the Open Window, allowing you to select a picture to be displayed in the button in the Single Touch Interface Menu.  Use a 32 X 32 bitmap.

Edit Part Window

Description

This window allows you to edit attributes of a part program button, including the part program and slide show that are started when the button is clicked and the picture displayed in the button.�

Access

Select Edit from the Menu menu when a part program is selected.�

Part Name

This field displays the information file associated with the part program linked to the button.  You can enter a value, or click the Browse button (...) to open the Select Part Window.  You can select a part program from the Select Part List, and the necessary information will be displayed in the Part Name field.





Slide Show Button

This button displays the Open Window, allowing you to specify a slide show to be executed when the part program button is clicked in the Single Touch Interface Menu.

Options Window

Description

This window allows you to set options for the Single Touch Interface Menu design, including directories, machines and users.�

Access

Select Options from the Settings Menu.�

Root Directory

This field in the Options Window, displays the directory where the menu file is located.  Click the Browse button (...) to select the directory.





History Directory

This field in the Options Window, displays the directory where history logs will be located when the user runs a part program.  Click the Browse button (...) to select the directory.





Default Slide Directory

If a directory is not specified for the slides, they are located in the Default Slide Directory.





Machine

This field contains the machine that will be used to start Single Touch Interface.  You can click the Browse button to open the Select Machine Window and select a machine.





User

This field displays the user that will be logged on when the Single Touch Interface application is running.  Click the Browse button (...) to open the Select User Window and select a user.

This window contains a list of machines configured in the system that can be used to start Single Touch Interface.�

Access

Click the Browse button (...) next to the Machine field in the Options Window.�

Description

This window displays all of the part programs configured on your system.  You can select a part program to link to a part button in the Single Touch Interface Menu.�

Select the Browse button (...) next to the Part Name field in the Edit Part Window.�

Select User Window

Description

This window allows you to select the user that will be logged on when Single Touch Interface is running.  Different users include Administrator, Guest User, etc.�

Click the Browse button (...) next to the User field in the Options Window.�

This list contains all of the different users (or user types) that are available to run Single Touch Interface.  Select the user that will be logged on when Single Touch Interface is running.





�
Set Access Code Window


Description

Single Touch Interface is a full screen application that does not allow the operator to access other applications or windows on the computer.  To prevent the operator from exiting Single Touch Interface or gaining access to the computer, you can assign an access code that must be entered to exit Single Touch Interface.  This code is entered in the Set Access Code Window.��To have Single Touch Interface run automatically when the computer is powered up, move it to the startup directory.  This will further enable computer-system security.�

Access

Select Access Code from the Settings Menu in the Single Touch Interface Manager Window.�

2 To move the menu item up one position, select Move Up from the Menu menu.��To move the menu item down one position, select Move Down from the Menu menu.�

From within the Single Touch Interface Manager Window:

1 Select the part program for which you want to select a part program.�

2 Select Edit from the Menu menu.��The Edit Part Window will open.�

3 Click the Browse button (...) next to the Part Name field.��The Select Part Window will open.�

4 Select the part program you want linked to the button.�

5 Click OK to select the part program, or click Cancel to abort.��The information file (*.ini) file for the part program will be displayed in the Part Name field.�

6 Click OK to select the part program, or click Cancel to abort.�

From within the Single Touch Interface Manager Window:


1 Select the menu item for which you want to select a picture.�

2 Select Edit from the Menu menu.��If a part program is selected, the Edit Part Window will open.  If a menu (or menu navigation button) is selected, the Edit Menu Window will open.�

3 Click the Picture button.��The Open Window will open, displaying a list of graphics.�

4 Select the graphic you want displayed in the button.�

5 Click OK to select the picture, or click Cancel to abort.��When Single Touch Interface is run, the picture you selected will be displayed in the button.�

Select a Slide Show


From within the Single Touch Interface Manager Window:


1 Select the part program for which you want to select a slide show.�

2 Select Edit from the Menu menu.��The Edit Part Window will open.�

3 Click the Slide Show button.��The Open Window will open, displaying a list of slide shows.�

4 Select the slide show you want activated when the user clicks the part program button in the Single Touch Interface Menu.�

5 Click OK to select the slide show, or click Cancel to abort.��When Single Touch Interface is run, the slide show you selected will be activated when the user clicks the part program button.�

Set Single Touch Interface Access Code

1 Select Access Code from the Settings Menu in the menu bar.�

2 Enter a sequence of digits (0 - 9) that the user must enter to exit the Single Touch Interface application.  Leaving the file blank or entering a 0 will disable the code.�

3 Re-enter the access code.�

4 Click OK to save the access code, or click Cancel to abort.�
